> Because GEA actually has a Professional
Agreement—a contract—things that are
happening to other employee groups will
not happen to you (e.g. loss of steps and
lanes).

> All things protected in the Professional
Agreement must be negotiated by GEA.
Without a written contract, educators are
at the whim of the District.
